Application for Authorization of Pre-Injection Units by Registration

Instructions
1. Pre-injection units for Class I nonhazardous, noncommercial injection wells must be either authorized by a permit issued by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (Commission) or registered in accordance with Title 30 Texas Administrative Code (TAC) §331.17 (relating to Pre-Injection Units Registration).  The option of registration does not apply to pre-injection units for Class I injection wells used for the disposal of by-product material, as that term is defined in 30 TAC Chapter 336.

2. An application for authorization of pre-injection units by registration consists of two parts.  Part I contains general information required to provide notice and to register the units through the Commission’s standard waste management unit registration process.  Part II, a technical report, is required for new applications, for renewals, and for major amendment of existing authorizations.

3. Submit one original and two copies of the entire application (Parts I and II).  Additionally, include a digital copy of the text of Part II (the technical report) saved onto a CD or DVD.  The document should be formatted in Microsoft Office Word 2003 or a totally compatible format.

5. Signatures on Application:  Refer to 30 TAC §305.44, “Signatories to Applications.”  The applicant must sign the application and must meet the signatory requirements of 30 TAC §305.44.  The signature must be notarized.  If the applicant authorizes another person to sign on behalf of the applicant, this person’s title or relationship to the applicant should be shown.  In all cases, the person signing the form should be authorized to do so by the applicant.  The Commission may require a person signing on behalf of an applicant to provide proof of authorization.

Please note that the version date in the footer of the application pages should be the same as the date that the signature page is signed.

6. Organize and label the submitted information consistent with the organization of this form.  For example, testing, inspection and maintenance procedures should be labeled as Section II.C.5.   Number all pages.  Once the application is submitted, any revised text, tables, figures or maps should be clearly marked as revisions and dated.  Any new pages, tables, figures, or maps should be clearly marked as additions and numbered or labeled appropriately for insertion into the application.

7. An application will not be processed until Commission staff receives all information required to properly consider the application.  When an application is severely lacking in detail or the applicant fails to submit additionally requested information in a timely manner, the application will not be considered to be "filed in accordance with the rules and regulations of the Commission" and may be returned.  When an application is returned, one copy will be retained to comply with state records laws.

8. Before pre-injection units can be authorized by registration, the units must undergo a technical review by UIC staff.  Units to be registered include, but are not limited to, pumps, filters, tanks, surface impoundments, and sumps.  Ancillary equipment such as pipelines, valves, and ditches will be reviewed in conjunction with the associated pre-injection unit.

9. Comprehensive consideration should be given to ensure that the facility is designed in accordance with good public health and waste management practices.  UIC staff will evaluate the application primarily for the aspects of design covered by the regulations.  Nothing in any approval is intended to relieve the facility owner or operator of any liabilities or responsibilities with respect to the design, construction, or operation of the project.

J.   Give a brief description of the nature of your business.

K.   Describe the location of the facility site with respect to known or easily identifiable landmarks.  Detail the access routes from the nearest U.S. or State highway to the facility.

L.   Each pre-injection unit authorized by registration must be identified as a waste management unit in the facility’s solid waste notice of registration.  The pre-injection unit regulatory status must be listed as “UIC  Registration.”  Submit a copy of the facility’s Notice of Registration to confirm that the pre-injection units are accurately identified in the facility’s solid waste notice of registration.

If the units are not accurately identified in the facility’s solid waste notice of registration, complete and submit Form TCEQ-00002
 titled “Notification for Hazardous or Industrial Waste Management.”  Instructions
 for completing the form are available on the TCEQ website. Submit a copy of Part III of Form TCEQ-00002 for each pre-injection unit to be authorized by registration.

M.   The TCEQ requires that a Core Data Form (Form 10400) be submitted with all new and renewal applications. For all other applications, if a Regulated Entity Number (RN) and Customer Reference Number (CN) has been issued by the TCEQ and no core data information has changed, a core data form is not required.  If no core data form is submitted, please provide the RN and CN for your facility.  For more information regarding the Core Data Form, call (512) 239-1575 or go to the Core Data Form
 on the TCEQ Web site.

P.   Information Required to Provide Notice

1. Identify landowners adjacent to the property on which the pre-injection units are located or are proposed to be located.  Provide a  list of names and addresses of the adjacent landowners cross-referenced to a map that shows the plant layout on a plan view at an appropriate scale indicating the property boundary, location of all pre-injection units proposed to be authorized by registration, and the location of the existing or proposed UIC waste disposal wells.

2. Supply the name and address of the county judge in the county where the pre-injection units are located or proposed to be located.

Along with paper copies of the information requested above, in accordance with 30 TAC §39.405(b), please also submit this mailing list electronically, in MS Word.  The electronic list must contain only the name, mailing address, city, state, and zip code with no reference to the lot number or lot location.  The list should contain 30 names, addresses, etc. (10 per column) per page.  Each name and address must be typed in the format that meets the United States Postal Service (USPS) requirements for machine readability.  The letters in the name and address must be capitalized, contain no punctuation, and the two-character abbreviation must be used for the state.  Contact the USPS for further instructions on formatting addresses for machine readability.

Alternatively, the applicant may elect to submit pre-printed mailing labels of this mailing list with the application.  If you wish to provide the list on printed labels, please use sheets of labels that have 30 labels to a page (10 labels per column).  Please provide four complete sets of labels of the adjacent landowners and mineral owners list.

Q.   Submit the signature page, signed by the applicant(s), in accordance with the requirements of 30 TAC §305.44 (relating to Signatories to Applications) and notarized.  A blank signature page is included as the next-to-last page of this document.

R.   To comply with 30 TAC §331.18(b)(4), the applicant must complete a notarized affidavit verifying land ownership or landowner agreement to the proposed activity.  If the owner of the facility site is not the same as the applicant, both the owner of the land and the applicant must complete the affidavit.  A blank affidavit is included as the last page of this application.

II. Technical Report
S.   Provide maps and associated documents showing the plant layout on a plan view at an appropriate scale indicating the property boundary, location of all pre-injection units proposed to be authorized by registration, and the location of the existing or proposed UIC waste disposal wells.

T.   Engineering Report.  The engineering report and supporting data represent the conceptual basis for the units and ancillary equipment. All engineering plans, specifications, calculations, reports, and other related engineering documents must be prepared, sealed, signed, and dated by a Texas professional engineer (P.E.), in accordance with the Texas Engineering Practice Act and Rules Concerning the Practice of Engineering and Professional Engineering Licensure.  [22 TAC Part 6 Chapter 131]  The Board rules [22 TAC §131.166] require that all engineering pages be sealed, signed, and dated unless contained in a bound document, in which case only the original title sheet needs to be sealed.  If a single seal is used on a bound document, there must be a note near the seal clearly stating which pages of the document the seal covers.  All engineering plans and drawings must be individually sealed, signed, and dated.  If there are subsequent revisions to pages covered by the engineering seal, each revised page must be individually sealed.  Please refer to the Texas Engineering Practice Act for more information.  See the Texas Board of Professional Engineers
 site for more information. The report should include the following information:

3. A process flow diagram (PFD) and piping and instrumentation diagram (P&ID) showing the pre-injection units.

4. Plans and specifications including construction procedures, materials specifications, dimensions, and design capacities relative to the volume of wastes (including contingencies).  Certain ancillary components or appurtenant devices must be addressed in the application.  These include, but are not limited to, pipelines, valves, ditches, and canals.  Include calculations and other such engineering information as may be necessary to follow the logical development of the pre-injection units.  Sufficient information must be submitted to enable Commission staff to evaluate the environmental protectiveness of the units.

5.  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1A description confirming that each pre-injection unit meets the applicable design standards contained in 30 TAC Chapter 217 (relating to Design Criteria for Sewerage Systems).
6. 30 TAC §217.4(f) provides that a  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1variance from the Chapter 217 design criteria may be granted by the Commission if the variance would not result in an unreasonable risk to treatment plant performance, public health or the waters in the state.  Requests for variances must be submitted in writing by the design engineer and must, for each affected item, include a detailed engineering justification.

7. As stated in 30 TAC §331.18(b)(6), the engineer shall certify that the submission meets the applicable technical requirements of 30 TAC Chapter 217 (relating to Design Criteria for Sewerage Systems).  The engineering certification is stipulated in (217.1(c)(7)&(8) that requires (a statement certifying that the plans and specifications are in substantial compliance with all the requirements of this chapter, with the exception of any listed variance requests” and “a statement certifying that any variances from the requirements will not threaten public health or environment, based on the best professional judgment of the engineer who prepared the report and the project plans and specifications.(
8. Citations of national industry codes and standards for quality control, construction, installation, and performance of tanks, pumps, piping, filters, and surface impoundment liners.

9. A demonstration of the compatibility of the materials of construction of the pre-injection units with the waste stream(s).

10. A description of the type and frequency of testing, inspection, and maintenance procedures.

11. An estimate of the maximum expected down time each pre-injection unit may be out of service for repair or replacement and an outline of contingency plans to manage the wastewater during that time.

12. If the facility has more than one injection well, the engineering report should clearly indicate whether the individual pre-injection units serve one well or multiple wells.
